REVIEW OF SECTIONS: The Northern S e c 
tion shows the lowest death rate, and the Southern 
Section the highest, having 21.0 more than the death 
rate for the whole State, and also shows a higher 
dsath rate for the following diseases: Consump­
tion, typhoid fever, whooping cough, diarrhoeal dis­
eases, cerebro-spinal meningitis and influenza. The 
Central Section had the highest rate from violence, 
and the Northern Section had the highest rate from 
cancer. 

CITIES: All cities, total population 1,032,376, 
report 1,472 deaths; rate, 16J.

The 
city rate this month is 3.8 higher than the average 
for the whole State.

is as follows: Diarrhoea, typhoid fever, cholera in­
fantum, cholera morbus, measles, dysentery, rheu­
matism, tonsilitis, intermittent and remittent fever? 

bronchitis, inflammation of bowels, smallpox, diph­
theria and membranous croup, scarlet fever, whoop­
ing cough, typho-malaria fever, pneumonia, erysipe­
las, pleuritis, puerperal fever, influenza, cerebro­
spinal meningitis. 

TUBERCULOSIS: Total number of deaths, all 
forms, 354, of which 298 were pulmonary, and 56 
other forms. In the corresponding month last year, 
321; pulmonary form 286s other forms 35. Of the tu­
berculosis deaths, 161 were males and 193 females. Of 
the males 22 were married and in the useful age period 
of 18 to 40, and they left 44 orphans under 12 years 
of age. Of the females, 68 were married in the same 
age period as above, and left 136 orphans under 12 " 
years of age. Total orphans made in one month by 
this preventable disease, 180; homes invaded, 354. 

SMALLPOX: Seventy-four cases in 21 counties 
with no deaths. In the corresponding month last 
year there were 31 cases in sis counties, with three 
deaths. The following counties reported the disease 
present: Allen, 1 case: Boone, 2: Cass, 3 : Clinton, 
2; Delaware, 2; Elkhart, 4; Grant, 4; Hamilton, 17; 
Hendricks, 2; Howard, 1; Jay, 3 : Jefferson, 1; Kos­
ciusko. 12: Laporte, 3; Marion, 3; Marshall, 2; 
Miami, 1; Montgomery, 1; Noble, 1: Tippecanoe, 3; 
Tipton, 6. 

PNEUMONIA: The pneumonia deaths decreased 
considerably from the preceding month, there being 
only 84, with 151 for June. In the corresponding 
month last year there were 63 deaths. By age pe­
riods the deaths from pneumonia were: Under 1 
year? 15: 1 to 5, 16; 5 to 20, 3: 20 to 50? 15; 50 to 80, 
30; SO and over, 5. 

TYPHOID FEYER: There were 312 eases in 64 
counties, with 53 deaths. In the corresponding 

month last year there were 180 cases in 55 counties, 
with 62 deaths. The disease was epidemic in the 
following counties: Clark, 10; Dearborn, 10 ; Dela­
ware, 15; Johnson, 10; Lake, 15; Marion, 16; Scott, 
12; Yanderburgh, 21 ; Vermillion, 10; Vigo, 11 ; 
Warrick, 10. 

DIPHTHERIA; Seventy-four cases were re­
ported from 26 counties, with 14 deaths, In the pre­
ceding month there were 102 cases in 25 counties, 
with 9 deaths. In the corresponding, month last 
year there were 15 deaths. Clark, Elkhart and Ma­
rion counties reported the most cases, 

VIOLENCE: Deaths by violence, 225. In the 
corresponding month last year there were 177 
deaths. In the preceding month there were 184. 
Of the deaths by violence, 180 were males, and 45 
were females. The murders numbered 12; suicides, 
35; accidents, 178. Of the murders, 9 were males 
and 3 females. Ten were shot, 1 stabbed, and one 
killed with blunt instrument. Of the 35 suicides, 10 
used fire arms; 3, strychnia and arsenic; 3, hang-
ing; 2, opium, and 1, liniment. Of the 178 accidents, 
31 were railroad accidents; 11, interurban and street 
car injuries; 1, by automobile; 2, fractured skull; 
2, fractured femur; 1, fracture of other bones; 1, con­
cussion;. 2, crushing injuries; 16, burns and scalds; 
46, drowning; 4, gunshot; 15, falling; 5, tetanus J 
6, mine accidents; 3, ptomain poison; 8, lightning; 
7, poisons: 7, sunstroke and heat prostration; 1, cut­
ting with knife; 1, struck by fork; 4, by horaes and 
vehicles: 1 amputation of leg; 2, strangulation, and 
1, unknown.

REPORT OF THE DEPARTMENT OF FOOD 
A N D DRUGS, INDIANA STATE BOARD 

OF HEALTH TO AUGUST 1,1907. 

H. E. BARNARD, State Pood and Drug Commissioner. 

The value of the Pure Food Law is determined by 
a decreased percentage of adulteration and im­
proved conditions of production and distribution 
rather than by the amount of fines collected from 
offenders, or the number of successful prosecutions. 
In the operations of the Pure Food Law we do not 
expect to secure an absolute freedom from adultera­
tion or ideal sanitary conditions. In a State of 
nearly three million inhabitants, where the food 
manufacturing interests are very extensive, there 
will always be violation" of the law. in some 
eases premeditated, iu others the result of ignorance 
oi* carelessness. "We do expect, however, to find 
constantly improving conditions, not only in the 
quality of the goods sold, but especially in the meth­
ods of manufacturing and distributing. 

Tin* use (»f preservatives, once so common in the 
meat and milk distributing industries, has been al­
most entirely abandoned. The adulteration of food 
by inert' material is also a thing of the past. Food 
products in their raw state are now but rarely im­
pure. The former common practice of labeling 
compound syrups "Absolutely Pure Maple." and 
cottonseed oil "Guaranteed Olive Oil" is no longer 
followed. While a year ago summer drinks almost 
without exception contained preservatives or were 
sweetened with saccharin, at the present time the 
percentage of adulteration is so small as to be neif-
ligahle. Of 3S samples examined during the month 
of July, but one sample was adulterated. 

The practice, Ions indulsred in by butchers with­
out restraint, of selling a mixture of lard and beef 
fats as lard still continues. Of the 55 samples of 

lard recently analyzed 37 contained admixtures either 
of beef ffits or cottonseed oil. 

There are two reasons for this practice; one, the 
difficulty of producing a pure lard that will not be­
come soft during* warm weather, and the other, the 
fact that the small butcher can by rendering* the 
scraps from his meat block, sell the extracted fat at 
a much greater price under the name of " L a r d " 
than if it goes to the soap manufacturer. The large 
manufacturing trade has followed the practice of 
adding oleo stearine to lard in order to make It 
firm, and have not until recently declared the fact of 
its presence. While it may be true that the oleo 
stearine costs as much as the lard, and in some cases, 
is worth even more, the practice is a deception. At 
the present time the manufacturing industry Is sub­
stituting special processes of chilling the lard for 
the beef oleo, and is producing a superior article 
that is in accordance with the standards. 

During the month of July the Food Inspectors de­
voted much of their time to the sanitary examina­
tion of food producing and distributing plants In 
the cities of Ft. Wayne, Terre Haute, Columbus and 
Indianapolis. One hundred fifty-four groceries were 
inspected; 8 of which were in excellent condition, 
52 good, 78 fair, and 14 poor, while 2 wen* bad. 
'Meat markets inspected were in somewhat better 
condition than the groceries. Eighty-eight were ex­
amined; 5 were in an excellent condition, 42 good, 
20 fair, 14 poor, and 7 bad. 

Bakeries and candy shops must be ranked with 
the slaughter-houses as dirty and unsanitary places, 
in spite of the fact that there sems to be no good 
reason for dirty bake shops, and there are many 
excuses for filthy slaughter-houses. Of 62 bakeries 
and confectionery plants examined but 7 were in 
excellent condition: 23 were reported as good, 24 
were fair, 7 were poor, and one was bad. Fifty-
four hotels and restaurants were visited, none of 
which were reported as being in excellent shape. 
Twelve were classed as good, and 26 as fair, while 
Ifj were in poor condition. Forty-two dairies were 
visited: 3 of which were excellently kept, f] wen1 in 
good shape, 15 fair. 5 poor, and 33 unqualifiedly bad. 
If 25 per cent, of the dairies visited in the month of 
July when the cattle are on the grass, and in many 
instances stabled out of doors, must be condemned 
because of filthy and unsanitary conditions, what 
kind of reports can we expect to obtain during the 
winter months when every condition now favorable 
to cleanliness is removed ? If it: is impossible far the 
daily interests at the present time to produce milk 
in a sanitary manner to retail at present prices, 
is it not advisable for the consumer to give the farm­
er such a price for his product that he can afford to 
abandon his present method of milk production, and 
produce clean. wholesome milk? 
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Dr. Chas. Harrington, Secretary of the State 
Board of Health of Massachusetts, who has been 
conducting' a crusade airainst dirty milk, has this to 
say of the situation: "The remedy Is simple, We 
should insist upon clean milk and be willing to pay 
for it; encourage the production of a sanitary sup­
ply and refuse to buy excrement and pus; buy of 
the man whose supply costs a cent or two more a 
quart to produce, and let the sloven learn that clean­
liness is an asset and filth a heavy load to carry." 
We do not believe, however, that there is any ne­
cessity for any increase in the price of milk to the 
consumer in this State. 

During the month of July 87 cases have been 

brought for violations of the food and drug law, 
and in 71 of tliem the defendant was found guilty 
and fined. One case is still under advisement, and 
one appeal was taken to the Circuit Court, Four 
cases of ice cream adulteration were quashed be­
cause it was found that the dealers were not re­
sponsible for the presence of starch in their product, 
but that, contrary to their knowledge, the manufac­
turer of the condensed milk used was employing an 
artificial thickener containing starch. In four cases 
the defendants were found not guilty, and seven 
cases were dismissed by the judge. The amount of 
fines and costs levied during the month was $1,~ 
402.50.

INSPECTORS* R E P O R T DURING T H E 
M O N T H OF JULY, 1907. 

BLOOMfIELD, GREENE COUNTY: Two gro­
ceries and one meat market were in a fair condition 
only, having unclean refrigerators, shelves, counters, 
walls and ceilings. One slaughter house was con­
demned on account of the unsanitary condition, Of 
3 drug stores, 1 was good and 2 fair. Two restaur­
ants were classed as poor owing to unsanitary con­
ditions: the employes were not neat, the floors and 
refrigerators were unclean, 

COLUMBIA CITY, WHITLEY COUNTY: Two 
groceries and 2 drug stores were in good condi­
tion, while 1 meat market was in fair .condition, 
and 1 restaurant was poor, having dirty floors, be­
ing poorly lighted and ventilated, and food being 
exposed. Two restaurants were in good condition, 

COLUMBUS, BARTHOLOMEW COUNTY: Two 
dairies were inspected and were found to be in a 
fair eonditon. Of 30 groceries inspected, the one 
belonging to "Will Wetz was excellent, 9 were good, 
17 were fair and 3 were in poor cooditon, being un­
clean. Of 11 meat markets and slaughter houses, 3 
were good, 5 fair and 3 poor, being poorly lighted 
and ventilated and having unclean refrigerators and 
fioors. Theodore E. Otto's drug store was classed 
excellent. 7 were good and 1 was in fair condition. 
Eiffht bakeries and candy kitchens were inspected; 

the Greek candy store, owned by Zaharako Bros., 
was excellent, 2 were good and 5 were fair. Five 
restaurants were visited; 2 were good and 3 were 
fair, being unclean. 

PORT WAYNE, ALLEN COUNTY: Thirty-one 
dairies were inspected. The following were in ex­
cellent condition: Peter Certia, John Kent and El­
lison Dairy Company; 5 were good, 7 fair, 4 poor 
and 12 bad, on account of the general uncleanly con­
dition, lack of drainage, etc, One place is described 
as being "filthy beyond description,*' at another 
dairy visited typhoid fever existed. Two groceries 
were visited, 1 was good and 1 fair, being badly 
ventilated and lighted, and unclean, One slaughter 
house was condemned. The Berghoff Brewery and 
the wholesale houses of the National Biscuit Co., 
where 120 are employed; the Perfection Wafer Co., 
employing 150, and the Heil-Miller-Lane Co., con­
fectionery, were in excellent condition, being sani­
tary in every respect, 

F r A n K L I N , JOHNSON COUNTY: Nine gro­
ceries were inspected; 7 were good and 2 fair. Six 
meat markets and slaughterhouses, and 4 drug stores, 
were in good condition, Three bakeries and confec­
tioneries were visited; 1 was fair and 2 were poor, 
being unclean and dishes not being properly washed. 
Three hotels and restaurants were visited; 1 was 
good and 2 were fair, the refrigerator, tables, sinks, 
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shelves, etc., were unclean. One ice cream parlor 
was visited; the soda fountain was not in good con­
dition. 

HAMMOND, LAKE COUNTY: Ten calves were 
shipped from Crown Point to Hammond in an un­
sanitary condition; the men were arrested and fined 
$10 and costs each, and the court ordered the con­
demned meat to he tanked. One fish -dealer was 
found to be mixing* old fish with fresh iish, which 
caused 45 pounds to be condemned, and he was fined 
$10 and costs. Fifteen pounds of meat out of refrig­
erators were also condemned. 

INDIANAPOLIS, MArIOn COUNTY: Four hun­
dred and eighty-five second inspections were made. 
Of 218 groceries, 8 were excellent, 45 good, 154 fair, 
10 poor and 1 bad. Of 72 meat markets and slaught­
er houses, 4 were excellent, 22 good, 39 fair and 7 
poor. Of 69 drag stores, 39 were good, 26 fair and 
4 poor. Of 74 bakeries and candy shops, 7 were 
good, 59 fair and 8 poor. Of 52 hotels and restaur­
ants, the Clay pool Hotel and Hopkins restaurant 
were excellent, 18 were good, 29 were fair and 3 
were poor. Two bottling works and one Coca Cola 
works were found to be in fair condition. Sixty-
seven pounds of meat out of ice boxes, 15 pounds of 
sausage and 21 -quarts of blackberries were con­
demned. 

LINTON, GREENE COUNTY: Seven groceries 
were inspected; the Linton Supply Company was in 
excellent condition, 2 were good and 4 were fair. 
Two meat markets were inspected; 1 was good and 
1 poor, being unclean. Ninety pounds of meat and 
25 pounds of lard were condemned. The Linton Bot­
tling works was in excellent condition. Three drug 
stores were inspected, that of Henry Steelman was 
excellent. 1 was good, 1 fair. One bakery was in 
poor condition, 1 confectionery was fair and 1 ice 
cream factory was in fair condition. Five restau­
rants were visited; 1 was good, 1 fair and 3 were in 
poor condition, being unclean, badly lighted and ven­
tilated and having unclean refrigerators. 

LOGAnSPORT, CASS CO: The grocery store 
and meat market owned by J. II. Foley k Company 
was in excellent condition; one grocery was good: 2 
meat markets were good and fair. 

LOOGOOTEE. MARTIN COUNTY: Nine gro­
ceries were inspected: 3 were good, o fair and 1 
poor, being unclean. Five meat markets and 
slaughter houses were inspected: 1 was good, 1 fair 
and 3 were in a bad condition and were ordered to 
make their places sanitary. One poultry house was 
in a bad condition and extensive improvements were 
ordered. Two drug stores were in good condition. 
Opal Brothers, confectionery and candy kitchen. 
was in excellent condition, One bakeiy was in srood 
condition. Two hotels and restaurants were in poor 
condition, being poorly lighted, the floor, ceiling and 

walls were unclean, and the dishes were not proper­
ly rinsed, One hundred pounds of meat were con­
demned. 

MOUNT VERNON, POSEY COUNTY: Six gro­
ceries were inspected; Klein and Mason's grocery 
was in excellent condition; 1 was good, 2 fair, 1 
poor and 1 bad. The sanitary conditions were very 
poor. Three meat markets were in good condition, 
Three drug stores were visited, that owned by D. 
and H.' RosenIvmm was excellent, 1 was good and 
1 fair. One ice cream parlor and 1 confections and 
fruits were in good condition, Two restaurants were 
in a poor condition; the rooms were not well lighted 
or ventilated, the floors, walls and ceilings were not 
clean, and the dishes and tableware were not prop­
er! v washed. 

NORTH VERNON, JENNINGS. COUNTY : 
Twelve .groceries were inspected; 5 were good, 5 
fair and 2 poor, being in an unsanitary condition. 
Two meat markets were in fair condition. Of five 
drug stores. 4 were good and 1 was poor, the goods 
were not clean or up to date, and the store was not 
well lighted, ventilated or kept clean. Of 2 baker­
ies, 1 was good and 1 fair. Four restaurants were 
visited: 1 was good, 2 fair and 1 poor. The dishes, 
were not washed and rinsed and the employes were 
not neat. 

ORLEANS, ORANGE COUNTY: Four groceries 
were inspected; Hollowell Bros/ grocery and meat 
market was in excellent condition, 2 were good and 
1 was poor, having dirty refrigerator and back shop. 
Six meat markets and slaughter houses were in­
spected ; 3 slaughter houses were in poor condition 
and were given two weeks to make their places sani­
tary: 2 were'good and 1 was fair, One drug store 
was good and 1 fair. One bakery was in fair condi­
tion. Five hotels and restaurants were visited. 2 
were good and 3 were fair, the kitchens not being 
well ventilated and lighted, 

PITTSBURG, CARROLL COUNTY: One dairy 
was inspected and was found to be in a bad condi­
tion: orders were given to put the place in a sani­
tary condition, One confectionery was in fair con­
dition. Two grocery stores were in fair condition 
and one meat market was in poor condition. The 
garbage was not removed dally in a number of 
places visited, the .floors, walls and counters were 
unclean. Twenty pounds of meat were condemned. 

STInESVILLE. MONROE COUNTY: Two gro­
ceries were visted; 1 was good and 1 was in fan-
condition. 

SWITZ CITY. GREENE COUNTY: Two grocer­
ies were inspected; one was poor and 1 fair, 'due to 
the unclean floors, refrigerators and back shops, 
One meat market was in fair condition, The meat 
not being of good finality, 45 pounds were con­
demned. One drug ptore was inspected and was in 
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fair condition. The prescription counter and back 
shop were not clean. Three hotels and restaurants 
were visited, 2 were in fair condition and one was 
in a poor condition. In all three the shelves, tables, 
sinks, walls and ceilings were unclean. 

T E R r E HAUTE, VIGO COUNTY: Seven dairies 
were inspected, of which 1 was jrood. 5 fair and 1 
poor. The treneral condition as to cleanliness was 
fair. Thirty-two groceries were visited; 7 were 
£ood. 1 fair, 5 poor and 1 bad, having a foul re-
friir<»rator and an untidy back yard and back room 
of shop. Of 25 meat markets, 2 were good, 16 fair, 
5 poor and 2 bad. Many orders were given to pro­
prietors to have their places put in a sanitary condi­
tion. Eighteen drug stores were inspected. The 
Bunt in Drug Co. was in excellent condition, 9 were 
good, 7 fair and 1 was poor, but the proprietor is 
soon to move into a new place. Four bottling works, 
one coca cola works and one winery were inspected; 
3 were good. 2 fair and J poor. Twenty-six ice 
cream manufactories, bakeries and confectioneries 
were inspected. The ice cream parlor owned by 
Peter Georgoponllos was in excellent condition, 12 
were good. 8 fair, -i poor and 1 bad: this baker}- had 
dirty floors, walls, tables, shelves and sinks and was 
not well ventilated or lighted, Eleven hotels and 
restaurants were visited: 2 were good. 6 fail*, 3 poor. 
These three restaurants had foul refrigerators and 
the employes were not neat. Thirty pounds of meat 
were condemned. 

THORNTOWN. BOONE COUNTY: One dairy 
was inspected and found to be in fair condition; the 
means of ventilation was fair and means of drainage 
bad. Six groceries were inspected; the grocery 
owned by Ben Honecker was in excellent shape, the 
other 5 were good. Three meat markets were in­
spected, that owned by Jaques and Crouch was in 
excellent condition, the other 2 were good. Three 
drug stores were visited; "W. C. Burk's drug store 
was in excellent condition, 1 was good and one was 
fairly clean. Three bakeries and candy shops and 
three hotels and restaurants were good and fair. 
The general conditions were very good. 

WASHINGTON. DAvIESS COUNTY: Twenty 
groceries were inspected. The meat markets and gro­
cery stores owned by Cabel and Kauffman and H. 
F. Vollmer were in excellent condition. Mr. Voll-
mer has hide room in department store, renders lard, 
makes sausage, has poultry house in same building; 
there is no smell from any quarter: the floors are 
cement, the drainage is good and scrubbing is done 
every night by a trained corps; 4 were good and 14 
fair. Eleven meat markets and slaughter houses were 
visited. 2, above referred to. were excellent. 4 good 
and 5 fair. Ten drug stores were inspected; 9 were 

good and 1 was fair. Seven bakeries and confec­
tioneries were inspected; Chas. II. Jones' candy 
kitchen was in excellent condition; 2 were good and 
4 were fair. Four restaurants were visited; 3 were 
fair and 1 was poor, on account of general, uncleanly 
conditions. One poultry house was visited and was 
ordered to be put in a sanitary condition. One can­
ning factory was in fair condition; no screens were 
provided. 

WOrTHINGTON, GREENE COUNTY: Five gro­
ceries were inspected: 3 were good and 2 fair, the 
refrigerators, shelves and counters were unclean. 
Six meat markets and slaughter houses were visited, 
2 were good, 2 fair, 1 poor and 1 bad. The latter 
2 slaughter houses were condemned and a satisfac­
tory arrangement was made whereby all use one 
good slaughter house. Three drug stores were in­
spected; 1 was good and 2 were fair, the goods not 
being clean and up to date. Two restaurants were 
inspected and were in fair condition. 

The following summary tabulates all conditions 
above referred to.

Inspections. 

FOODS. 

Six hundred and forty-nine samples of foods have 
been analyzed since the last report was made. Four 
hundred and seventy-three samples were pure and 
176 adulterated, showing a percentage of adultera­
tion of 27.10 per cent., an improvement over con­
ditions of last year, although not so satisfactory a 
showing as the results reported in the May Bulletin. 
It is to be understood that this ratio of adulteration 
does not indicate the true condition of all food pro-
duets for sale in the State. The large bulk of food 
stuffs is not subject to adulteration at all at the 
present time, and in faking samples for analysis, 
inspectors are always careful to purchase such arti­
cles as are most liable to be impure.

One hundred and nine-two samples of milk were 

examined, 42 of which proved to be below standard. 
This indicates the percentage of adulteration to be 
21 per cent. In a few instances formaldehyde and 
borax have been found in the milk, but most of the 
Illegal milk samples were either skimmed or wa­
tered. Several samples contained large quantities 
of dirt. The sale of skimmed or watered milk is a 
fraud; the sale of dirty milk is a crime. Of 
every thousand Infants born in Indiana during the 
year 1905, 136 were dead before they reached the 
age of one year. This very high infant mortality is 
directly attributable to dirty milk.

Out of 70 samples of ice cream analyzed, 38 were 
pure and 32 adulterated, equivalent to an adultera­
tion of 45.7 per cent. This unsatisfactory condition 
can only be explained by the unwillingness of ice 
cream makers to comply with a standard suggested 
by themselves and in every way favorable to them, 
It is apparent that producers have so long been ac­
customed to distributing frozen milk, colored and 
flavored as ice cream, that they are loath to abandon 
the practice. One iee cream was collected that con­
tained but 1 per cent, of butter fat, one 3.2 per cent, 
and eight samples contained less than 8 per cent.

Of 48 butter samples analyzed, 26 were adulter­
ated and 22 pure, equivalent to an adulteration of 
54 per cent. The showing is rendered unusually 

large by reason of the collect ion of a large number 
of so-called butters from the Indianapolis restau­
rants. There is little reason to believe that the but­
ter manufactured by the dairy interests in Indiana 
is adulterated; but that there is an enormous 
amount of oleomargarine and renovated butter sold 
for butler cannot be disputed. Restaurant dealers 
have for years been selling colored oleomargarine 
for butter. At. the present, time this practice is be-
in^ abandoned and when oleo is served the customer 
is qdvised to that effect by lavge placards on the 
walls.

We believe, however, 
that the sale of meat preservatives has been aban­
doned, and that butchers are no longer solicited to 
purchase- expensive preparations warranted to keep 
moat without ice, and fresh and bright in color, in­
definitely.

TINCTURE OF CAPSICUM-LEGAL, 

D R U G S . 

Eighty-six of the 171 samples of drugs analyzed 
were found to be below standard. Thin is equiva­
lent to an adulteration of 50 per cent. Twenty-three 
tinctures of capsicum out of 31 analyzed were below 
standard: 25 out of 45 samples of tincture of iodine; 
J3 out of 30 tincture of iron ; 8 out of 10 tincture of 
camphor. These figures can only be interpreted as 
indicating careless preparation. The drug trade is 
evidently greatly interested in the purity of their 
preparations and,"so far as we can determine by 
correspondence and inspection, is endeavoring to 
comply with the law. But in spite of all endeavors, 
adulterated drucrs continue to he sold just as fre­
quently as pure drugs. Several druggists have ah 
ready been fined for selling tincture of iodine and 
lime waters that were below standard. While we do 
not wish to throw any odium on the drug trade by 
divine undue publicity to the character of dniir-
cists" preparations, it seems evident that the only 
wav to secure an improvement in the quality of the 
medicine sold for the treatment of disease, is to 
commence a vigorous prosecution of all eases where 
soods fall below the standard required by law.

TRANSMISSION OF DISEASE BY PETS. 

The Journal of the American Medical Association 
commented on "The Pathologic Cat." July 21, page 
209. Another warning on the danger from pet eats 
and dogs is from Kenilioger and Xouri. of Constanti­
nople, who relate instances from their experience in 
which the strictest measures of isolation and disinfec­
tion were nullified by a pet eat allowed to roam 
through the house. They state: "There is scarcely 
a hospital or ward without its cat or eats, and they go 
from bed to bed and ward to ward seeking for tidbits 
and caresses, which the convalescents are only too 
glad to bestow to while away the time." They describe 
in a communication to the newly founded journal, 
Hygiene Gen. et Appliquee, experiments with eats 
whose fur was touched with cultures of various bac­
teria. They found typhoid bacilli still alive and via­
ble up to the seventeenth, day after inoculation of the 

fur. Diphtheria bacilli were viable up to the twenty-
fourth day, but were dead by the twenty-seventh, 
while anthrax bacilli lived and persisted indefinitely. 
All these germs were found with unattended viru­
lence as long as they could be cultivated from the eat?s 
fur. The results of similiar tests on dogs were approxi­
mately the same. The article concludes with the state­
ment that fondling cats and dogs is an antihygienic 
habit. Until the habit is abandoned for good, at least 
the hands should be washed with soap and water when­
ever one of these animals has been touched. 

WILL T H E MAMMARY GLANDS DISAPPEAR? 

The human male has vestiges of mammary glands. 
In infancy these little breasts often secrete milk, 
both in the male and female infants. At puberty, 
the age in which the youth is developing into man­
hood, these vestigial glands often get sore and are 
found to contain milk. And in certain diseases they 
become deranged just as the mammary glands in 
the female. But ages of disuse have practically 
eliminated them. 

It has become quite fashionable to rear babies by 
hand. So that in the female, as well as the male, the 
mammary glands are fast falling into disuse. Who 
will undertake to say what the outcome will be!— 
Florida Health Notes. 

HOME AND SANATORIUM TREATMENT* 
Among the papers read at the "tuberculosis meet­
ing" of the Indiana State Medical Society, was one 
by Dr. . C. Blossom, Mt. Summit, on "Outdoor 
Treatment." He was of the opinion that home 
treatment under the most favorable circumstances 
was not, as a rule, as good as treatment in an insti­
tution. He said: The only way that home treat­
ment can be accomplished with any prospect of suc­
cess is for the patient to go to- a sanatorium for a 
few months, where he will learn the routine and ' 
have the system of the treatment thoroughly taught 
him and then let the family physician supervise for 
the eighteen or twenty months yet that he needs to 
be under observation,"
